COVENANTS CONDI TI ONS AND RESTRI CTlI ONS
GREYHI LL AT FOXRI DGE

Thi s decl aration, nade of the date hereinafter, set forth by Sidentop
I nvestnents, Inc., a Colorado corporation, hereinafter referred to as
"Decl arant.”

W TNESSETH

VWhereas, Declarant is the owner of certain property in the County OF Arapahoe,
State of Colorado, which is legally as follows:

Greyhill at Foxridge, except letter Tracts.

Now t herefore, Declarant hereby declares that all of the real property

descri bed above shall be held, sold and conveyed subject to the follow ng
easenents, restrictions, covenants, and conditions, which are for the purpose
of protecting the value and desirability of, and which shall run with, said
real property and be binding on all parties having any right, title or
interest in said real property or any part thereof, their heirs, successors

and assigns, and shall inure to the benefit of each Oaner thereof.
ARTI CLE |
DEFI NI TI ONS

Section 1: "Committee" shall nmean and refer to Greyhill at Foxridge

Architectural Control Committee its successors and assigns.

Section 2: "Omer" shall nmean and refer to the record owner, whether one or
nore persons or entities, of a fee sinple title to any lot which is a part of
the Properties including contract sellers, but excluding those having such
interest nerely as security for the performance of as obligation

Section 3: "Properties” shall nean and refer to that certain real property
her ei nbef ore described, and referred to as Greyhill at Foxridge.

Section 4: “Lot" shall nean and refer to any plot of |and shown upon any
recorded subdivision map of the Properties, excluding roads, streets, etc.

Section 5 "Declarant” shall nean and refer to Sidentop Investnents, Inc., its
successors and assigns.

ARTI CLE 1|

ARCHI TECTURAL CONTROL
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Section 1: Architectural Control Committee: There is hereby created The
Greyhill at Foxridge Architectural Control Committee, hereinafter referred to
as "Committee" for the purpose of mmintaining, within Geyhill at Foxridge a
style and nature of building design which is honpgeneous to the area's

physi cal setting.

Menmber shi p: The Committee is composed of Marty K. Sidentop, Barbie Sidentop
Terry G|l espie and Donna Peterson.

The Conmittee shall adopt reasonable rules and regulations, fix the time and
pl ace of its regular neetings, appoint a chairman and secretary, and keep

m nutes of the neetings which shall be open for inspection by any Oamer, upon
approval of a nenber of the Conmittee.

All decisions of the Conmttee shall be by majority vote, provided that a
majority of the Cormittee may designate a representative to act for it. In the
event of death or resignation of any nenmber of the Committee, the remaining
menbers shall have full authority to designate a successor. In the event no
vol unt eer successor can be found, the remaining nenbers shall designate any
Owmner of a Lot as successor. The nenbers of the Committee shall not be
entitled to any conpensation for services performed pursuant to this covenant.
At any tinme, the then recorded Omers of a majority of the Lots shall have the
power through a duly recorded witten instrument to change the nmenbership of
the Committee, to increase or decrease its nunber, or to w thdraw any nmenber
fromthe Committee.

It shall remain the prerogative and in the jurisdiction of the Cormittee to
revi ew applications and grant approval for exceptions to this Declaration.

Vari ations and devi ations fromthese requirenents and restrictions my be nmade
only when such exceptions, variations, and deviations do not in any way
detract from appearance and aesthetic qualities of the Properties, and are not
in any way detrimental to the property values of individuals |located in the
vicinity or in any way detrinmental to the general public health, safety or
wel f are.

Section 2: Control : No building, fence, wall, or other structure shall be
erected or alterations made on any building until the construction plans and
specifications regarding quality of workmanship, type of materials and harnmony
of external design and col or schene shall have been approved by the Conmittee.
Also a site plan shall be submitted to the Conmittee, for their approval,
showi ng the | ocation of said proposed structure with respect to topography,
finish grade el evation and any existing structures on or adjacent to said

buil ding site. Each Omer shall provide, at his cost, one conplete set of
house pl ans, specifications, site and grade plans, except where a buil der

shal | construct nmore than one (1) house fromthe sane plan, only one set shal
be required. The plans, specifications, site and grade plan shall be submtted
to the Commttee at least thirty (30)days after witten request thereof, then
such approval shall not be required, provided, however, that no building or

ot her structure shall be erected or be allowed to remain on any Lot which
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vi ol ates any of the covenants or restrictions contained herein. The issuance
of a building permit or license, which may be in contravention of these
protective covenants, shall not prevent the Cocmmittee from enforcing these
provi si ons.

ARTI CLE 1]
USE RESTRI CTI ONS

Section 1: Residential Use: No Lot or Lots enmbraced in the Properties shall be
used for other than single fam |y residence purpose. There shall not exist on
any |l ot as shown on the plat recorded at the Arapahoe County Clerk and
Recorder's O fice at any time nore than one residence. All buildings or
structures erected upon said property shall be of new construction

Section 2: Building Standards: All structures shall conformw th the
appl i cabl e buil di ng codes of Arapahoe County, Col orado and other appropriate
governnmental entities and agenci es.

Section 3: Building Height: The designated maxi mum buil di ng height shall be 35
feet or 2 stories. Building heights shall be considered as the vertica

di stance fromthe average finished ground | evel of the building site to the

hi ghest point of the structure directly above said ground |evel. The

desi gnat ed maxi mum bui | di ng hei ght requirements may be waived by the Cormittee
when in their opinion, such structures relate to sound architectural planning
and | and use, and conformto the overall design and pattern of the

devel opnent.

Section 4: Dwelling Cost, Quality and Size: No dwelling shall be permtted on
any Lot at a cost of |ess than $100, 000.00. The ground floor area of the main
structure, exclusive of one-story open porches and garages, shall be not |ess
than 1,000 square feet for a one-story dwelling nor |less than 700 square feet
for a dwelling of nore than one story.

Section 5A: Building Location: No building shall be |ocated to any | ot nearer
to the front lot line or nearer to the side street line than the m ni num
bui | di ng setback |ines shown on the recorded plat and recorded M xed Unit
Devel opnent Plan. In any event, nearer than 20 feet to any side street |ine,
no building shall be |ocated nearer than 1 feet to the interior lot line. No
dwel ling shall be | ocated on an interior ot nearer than 15 feet to the rear
ot line. For the purposes of this covenant, eaves, steps and open porches
shall not be considered as a part of a building, provided, however, that this
shall not be construed to permt any portion of a building, on a lot to
encroach upon another lot. Wth witten approval of the Comrttee, on cul -de-
sacs, a one-story attached garage may be | ocated nearer to the front lot |ine
t han above provi ded but not nearer than 20 feet of any street |ine, where the
natural elevation of the lot along the established m ni num buil di ng setback
line is more than either 8 feet above or 4 feet bel ow the established roadway
| evel along the abutting street and where In the opinion of said Cormittee the
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| ocation and architectural design of such proposed garage will not detract
materially fromthe appearance and val ue of other properties. Furthernore,
under simlar conditions and approval, a dwelling may be | ocated nearer to a
cul -de-sac street than above provided, but not nearer than 15 feet to any cul -
de-sac street line.

Section 6: Lot Area and Wdth: No dwelling shall be erected or placed on any
ot having a width of less than 30 feet at the mi nimum buil ding setback |ine
nor shall any dwelling be erected or placed on any |ot having an area of |ess
than 4,000 square feet.

Section 7: Time for Construction: At the tine plans and specifications receive
approval fromthe Committee, the prospective builder shall proceed diligently
with construction of said building, and the sane shall be ready for occupancy
wi thin a maxi num period of twelve nonths time fromthe date of conmencenent
excepting, however, that this period my be extended as may be deened
reasonabl e by the Commttee if said extension is made necessary by reason of

i ncl enent weather, inability to obtain materials, strikes, acts of Cod, etc.

Section E: Occupancy of Structures: No structure shall be occupied or used

for the purpose for which it was designed or built until the same shall be
approved and/or inspected by the County Buil ding Inspector or such other

of ficial designated by Arapahoe County. No structure erected upon any Lot

shall be occupied in any manner while in the course of construction nor at any
time prior to its being fully conpleted, as herein required.

Section 9:Building Exterior: The exterior proportions of all buildings shal
have col or m xed manufactured finished surface material, natural stone or
shal | be painted or stained upon conpletion so that all exposed surfaces shal
have a finished appearance. Al roofs shall be cedar shake shingles.

Section 10: Air-Conditioning Units: No air-conditioning unit, evaporative
cool er or object shall be placed upon the roof of any residence or building
except or unless such air-conditioning unit is architecturally conceal ed from
view and plans for conceal nent have been submitted to and approved by the
Conmittee. This shall not preclude solar heating provided, however, the
Architectural Control Committee nust first approve the design and appearance
of such heating pl ans.

Section 11: O f-Street Parking: At |least two off-street parking spaces shal
he required for each residence.

Section 12: Clearing of Trees and Grading: Approval shall be obtained fromthe
Conmittee to cut down, clear or kill any trees on any Lot. Further, each and
every grantee agrees that all the trees cleared by himw |l be di sposed of in
such a way that all Lots, whether vacant or occupied by a residence, shall be
kept free of accunulations of brush, trash or other materials which may
constitute a fire hazard or render a Lot unsightly, provided, however, that
this shall not prohibit or restrict grantees fromstoring fireplace wood in
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heat stacks on their Lots.

Under no circunstances shall the Ower of any Lot or parcel of |and disturb
the natural soil or grasses unless the Oamer inmedi ately thereafter constructs
upon, paves, gravels or replants such area with ground cover approved by the
Committee. The ground may be cultivated for gardening provided, however,

that no garden is mmintained for comrercial purposes.

Section 13: Unnatural Drainage : Under no circunstances shall any Oawer of any
Lot or land parcel be permtted to deliberately alter the topographic
conditions of his Lot or land parcel in any way that would perm t unusua
additional quantities of water from any source, except, acts of God, to flow
fromhis property onto any other property or public right-of-way. The

el evation of a Lot shall not be changed so as to materially affect the surface
el evation or grade of the surrounding Lots. No rock, gravel or clay shall be
excavated or removed from any property for commercial purposes.

Section 14: Tenporary Residences: No structure of tenporary character, no
trailer, converted trailer, nobile honme, basenent, tent or accessory buil ding
shal | be used on any Lot as a residence, tenporarily or permanently, and no
used structure of any sort shall he noved onto any Lot.

Section 15: Sight Distance at Intersection: On corner lots no planting of
shrubs, trees or flowers or the erection of any fence or structure over 30

i nches above the roadways shall be placed or permitted to remain on any corner
ot within the triangular area forned by the street property lines and a line
connecting themat points a 25 feet fromthe intersection of the street |ines,
or in the case of a rounded property corner fromthe intersection of the
street property |lines extended.

Section 16: Nui sance: Nothing shall be done or permitted on the Properties

whi ch may be or became an annoyance or nui sance to the subdivision

devel opnent. No noxious or offensive activities or commercial business or
trade shall be carried on or upon any Lot. No Lot shall be used in whole or in
part for the storage of any property or thing that will cause such Lot to
appear in an unclean or untidy condition or that will be obnoxious to the

eye; nor shall any substance, thing, or material emt foul or obnoxious odors,
or that which will cause any noise that will or mght disturb the peace,

qui et, confort or serenity of the occupants of surrounding property. No | ot
shall be used as a construction yard. All construction activities shall be
confined to the lot on which a house is actually under construction

Section 17: Garbage and Refuse Disposal: No Lot shall be used or mmintained as
a dunping ground for rubbish. Trash, garbage, or other waste shall not be kept
except in sanitary containers. Al incinerators or other equi pment for the
storage or disposal of such material shall be kept in a clean and sanitary
condi tion.

Section 18: Walls: No boundary wall or fence shall be constructed with a
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hei ght of nore than six (6) feet and no boundary |ine hedge or shrubbery shal
be permitted with a height of nore than six feet. No wall or fence of any

hei ght shall be constructed on any Lot until after the height, type, design
and approxinmate |l ocation therefor shall have been approved in witing by the
Conmittee. The heights or elevations of any wall or fence shall be neasured
fromthe existing elevations of the property at or along the applicable points
or lines. Any question as to such heights may be conpletely determ ned by the
Conmi ttee.

Section 19: Retaining Walls: Lots on the east side of Geyhill at Foxridge
contain the base of retaining walls. Each |ot owner is responsible for the
cl eanl i ness, maintenance, prevention of m suse, security, and reconstruction
if necessary of that portion of any retaining wall(s) of which the base is

| ocated on the |ot.

Section 20: Tanks, etc.: No elevated tanks of any kind shall be erected,

pl aced or pernmitted on any part of such prem ses, provided that nothing shal
prevent the placing of tanks and other water system apparatus on the
Properties. Any tanks for use in connection with any residence constructed on
such prom ses, including tanks for the storage of fuels, must be buried or
wal | ed sufficiently to conceal themfromthe view from nei ghboring Lots,
roads, or streets, All garbage cans, equipnent, coolers, or storage piles
shall be walled in to conceal themfromthe view of neighboring Lots, roads,
or streets. Plans far all enclosures of this nature nmust be approved by the
Committee prior to construction

Section 21: Signs: No sign of any character shall be displayed or placed upon
any of the lots in the Properties except one professional sign of not nore
than three square feet in area per side advertising the property for sale,
house numbers and occupant's name. Signs used by a builder(s) or realtor (s)
to advertise the property during any construction and sal es period shall not
be excepted fromthis section. Al signs arc subject to the approval of the
Committee.

Section 22: Subdivision of Lots: None of the Lots shall at any time he

di vi ded, subdivi ded or re-subdivided unless said division, subdivision or
re-subdi vision is permtted under the regul ati ons, codes and ordi nances of the
County of Arapahoe, State of Colorado. In the event of said division, al
property thereunder shall be subject to all other provisions hereof.

Section 23: Livestock and Poultry: No animals, |ivestock or poultry of

any kind shall be raised, bred or kept on any |lot, except that dogs, cats, or
ot her househol d pet may be kept provided that they are not kept, bred, or

mai nt ai ned for any conmercial purpose.

Section 24: Mning: No derrick or other structure designed far use in boring
for oil or natural gas shall be erected, placed, or permitted upon any part of
such prem ses, nor shall any oil, natural gas, petroleum asphaltum or

hydr ocar bon products, water or mnerals of any kind be produced or extracted
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therefrom except the WIllows Water District who shall have the right to
extract water from beneath the surface of the | and.

Section 25: Street Lighting : Al Lots are subject to and bound by public
Service Conpany tariffs which are now and may in the future be filed with the
Public Utilities Comm ssion of the State of Colorado relating to street
lighting in this subdivision, together with rates, rules and regul ations
therein provided and subject to all future amendnents and charges thereto. The
owner or owners shall pay as billed a portion of the cost of public street
lighting in the subdivision according to Public Service Company rates, rules
and regul ations including future anendnments and changes on file with the
Public Utilities Conmm ssion of the State of Col orado.

Section 26: Trailers, Boats and Motor Homes: No trailer, boat, notor hone,
nobi | e honme, canper or similar recreational vehicle shall be stored,

mai nt ai ned or used in the front yard, driveway, or on the street(s) adjacent
to any dwel ling. Subject to prior approval of the Architectural Contro
Committee, said vehicles may be stored in the rear or side yard provided
adequate access is avail able, adequate fencing or screening is constructed to
screen the vehicle fromview, and the fencing or screening is al so approved by
the Architectural Control Committee.

Section 27: Repair of Automobiles, Trucks or other Vehicles: No repair of

any vehicles shall take place in the front yard, on the front drive, or in the
street (s) adjacent to any house and no repair shall take place in rear yard
or side yard, unless screened fromview, adequate access is available, and
fencing or screening is al so approved by the Architectural Control Comrittee.

Section 28: Antennas: No antenna of any type (T.V., CB., etc.) Is allowed on
the roof of and dwelling or attached in any visible way to any dwelling. No
free standing antennas are allowed if they are visible froman adjoi ning

property.

Section 29: Landscaping: The front yard of each house shall be | andscaped
within twelve (12) nonths of the issuance of the Certificate of Occupancy by
Arapahoe County. This will include the areas nmentioned in Article IV, Section
2, within the street right-of-way.

ARTI CLE |V

EASEMENTS
Section 1: Easenents: Easements for installation and naintenance of utilities
and drainage facilities are reserved as shown on the recorded plat of Geyhil
at Foxridge and subsequent utility easements of Public Record at Arapahoe

County.

Wthin these easenents, no structure, planting or other material shall be
placed or pernmitted to remain which nmay damage or interfere with the
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installation and mai ntenance of utilities, or which may change the direction
of flow of drainage channels in the easenents, or which may obstruct or retard
the flow of water through drainage channels in the easenents. The easenent
area of each lot and all inprovenents is it shall be naintained continuously
by the owner of the |ot, except for those inprovenents for which a public
authority or utility is responsible.

Section 2: Street R ghts of Way: All areas adjacent to the front or side of

any lot that are located in the Street Rights-of-Wy and that do not contain
street inprovenents (curb, gutter, sidewal k or asphalt) shall be maintained

conti nuously by the owner of the |ot.

ARTI CLE V
GENERAL PROVI SI ONS

Section |I: Enforcement: The Conmittee, or any Omer, shall have the right to
enforce, by a proceeding at law or in equity, all restrictions, conditions,
covenants and reservations, now or hereafter inposed by the provisions of this
Decl aration. Failure by the Cormittee or by any Ower to enforce any covenant
or restriction herein contained shall in no event be deened a waiver of the
right to do so thereafter

Section 2: Severability: Invalidation of any one of these covenants or
restrictions by judgment or court order shall in no way affect any other
provi sions which shall, remain in full force and effect.

Section 3: Term These covenants are to run with the land and shall be binding
on all parties and all persons claimng under themfor a period of thirty
years fromthe date these covenants are recorded, after which time said
covenants shall be automatically extended for successive periods of ten (10)
years unless an instrument signed by a majority of the then owners of the lots
has been recorded, agreeing to change said covenants in whole or in part.

Section 4: Gender and Grammar: The singul ar wherever used herein shall be
construed to nmean the plural when applicable, and the necessary grammtica
changes required to make the provisions hereof apply either to corporations or
i ndi vi dual s, nen or wonen, shall in all cases be assuned as though in each
case fully expressed.
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
